5. STORAGE FEATURES

5.1 Bottle Arrangement

» Ensure bottles do not touch the rear
panel to allow proper air circulation.

» Bottle storage capacity may vary, as it
is based on standard bottle sizes.
Oversized or irregularly shaped bottles
may reduce the number that can be
stored.

» For long-term storage, place bottles
horizontally to keep the wine in contact
with the cork. This prevents oxidation
and preserves the wine flavor.

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* Place the appliance in the coolest area
of the well-ventilated room, away from
heat-producing appliances, heating
ducts, and direct sunlight.

» Do not overload the appliance or block
the air vents. It can cause the
compressor to run longer, leading to
higher energy consumption.

* Do not line shelves with aluminum foil,
wax paper or paper towel. Liners
interfere with cold air circulation,
reducing the appliance efficiency.

*  Wipe containers dry before placing in
the appliance to prevent moisture build-
up.

» Organize the appliance to minimize
door openings. Take out all needed
items at once and close the door
promptly.

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6. CARE AND CLEANING
6.1 Care & Cleaning Tips

Use 2 tablespoons of baking soda in 1 quart of
warm water. Be sure to wring excess water out of
sponge or cloth before cleaning around controls,
light bulb or any electrical part.

Door gaskets Soap and water

Wipe gaskets with a clean soft cloth.

Toe grille * Soap and water
*  Mild liquid sprays
*  Vacuum attachment

Vacuum dust from front of toe grille. Remove toe
grille (refer to Installation). Vacuum backside,
wipe with sudsy cloth or sponge. Rinse and dry.

Exterior * Soap and water

Never use chloride or cleaners with bleach to
clean stainless steel.

Always clean, wipe and dry with the grain to pre-
vent scratching. Wash the rest of the cabinet with
warm water and mild liquid detergent. Rinse well,
and wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.

6.2 Vacation and moving tips

Short vacations

» Leave the appliance operating during
vacations of three weeks or less.

» Use all perishable items from the
appliance compartment.

Long vacation

» Remove all food and ice if you will be
gone one month or more.

* Unplug the appliance.

+ Clean interior thoroughly.

» Leave both doors open to prevent
odors and mold build-up. Block doors
open if necessary.

The appliance operates at higher
pressures when it first turns on.

This is normal. The sound de-
creases or vanishes as the appli-
ance operates.

Popping or cracking sound when
compressor comes on.

Metal parts expand and contract,
similar to hot water pipes.

This is normal. The sound de-
creases or vanishes as the appli-
ance operates.

Bubbling or gurgling sound, simi-
lar to water boiling.

Refrigerant is circulating through-
out the system to cool the appli-
ance.

This is normal.

Vibrating or rattling noise.

The appliance is not level. It rocks
on the floor when it is moved
slightly.

Floor is uneven or weak. The ap-
pliance rocks on the floor when it
is moved slightly.

Ensure the floor can adequately
support the appliance. Refer to
Leveling in Installation.
